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1. INTRODUCTION
Manusher Jonno Foundation (MJF) works with local organization to improve the well‐being of poor and marginalized communities, through increasing their voices, capacities, realization of their fundamental rights and demand‐ driven institutional responsiveness. MJF provides funding and capacity building support to organizations working on human rights and governance. This includes, managing, mentoring, monitoring and demonstrating results.  MJF works on demand side by mobilizing people to raise their voice and demand basic services, better governance and fulfillment of fundamental rights. MJF also works on the supply side with duty bearers to ensure their responsiveness towards the demands of people specially the poor and marginalized. 2. WHAT IS SAMPREETI

3. PURPOSE OF THIS CALL
The purpose of this Call is to exhibit the best practices of SAMPREETI and others on Preventing Violent Extremism (PVE), and develop a national level platform through a grand conference in participation of SAMPREETI grantees, relevant public functionaries, policy makers and media.

· Program duration: 2-3 days.
· Venue: Bangabandhu International Conference Centre (BICC).  
· Guide and assist 38 grantees of SAMPREETI through one-to-one discussion to portray their progress, success and learning. 
· Set up at least 50 stalls/ booth (with ICT facilities) at venue to showcase the progress of grantees and other. 
· Arrange a press briefing session in closing day by ensuring presence of leading print, electronic and online media with necessary coverage.
· Arrange 3-4 panel discussions with different groups on PVE issues, compile the rapporteur’s report and share to govt. and other relevant stakeholders.  
· Develop IEC materials for the event (banner, festoon, participant ID, T- Shirt, Cap, bag, etc.) and ensure required printing materials (relevant logistics for panel discussion and grantees activity demonstration, if requires). 
· Screening Short film, TVC, Documentary, Recorded Video etc. produced under SAMPREETI project in different corners of event premises.  
· Arrange cultural events (theatre show, drama, stand up performance, folk song (Palagaan, Baulgan) etc.) in event premises.
· Competition arrangement for youth participants, such as quiz competition, issue based instant speech etc. Certificate and award giving for winners.
· Signature campaign at event premises.
· Communication, invitation and confirmation of guests (opening, closing, panel discussion and press briefing). 
· Engage credible and popular personality as motivational speaker during the event. 
· Necessary publicity campaign should initiate to ensure 60% participation of university level students from different educational institutions (Public, Private and Religious).
· Develop a music video on SAMPREETI theme songs. 
· Video documentation of the event.
· Registration of participants.
· Ensure sufficient volunteers for the event (for event/ program and stall)
· Arrange photo Corner.
· Rapporteur for panel discussion and moderator/anchor for different events.
· Make necessary security arrangement for the event.
· No entry fees is allowed for the audience to entrance.

The Grantee will receive funding from SAMPREETI. The Grantee may be:
· Any registered or non-registered event management organizations. 
· The duration of the proposed work (project) will be for maximum of 1.5 months.
· The proposed work will be one- off event, but serious of preparatory arrangements.
· The grant size (Contract amount) will be maximum BDT. 9000000.
· It is necessary to have registration or at least a legal entity for any non-registered or non- affiliated organization.
· Proposed work must have alignment with the prevention of radicalization and violent extremism.

Interested applicants should have the fund implementation experience of BDT. 3000000 in last one year.  

Factors not eligible for funding:
The common features for which a proposal will not be accepted are as follows: 
· Proposed work/ Activities/ Initiatives undertaken by an individual.

· Applicant shall not be engaged in any personal or professional activity which conflicts or could conflict with any of their obligations in relation to the proposed project.
· Existing grantees of SAMPREETI project. 

 
5. GRANT AMOUNT and DURATION: 
SAMPREETI will offer one grants and duration of the proposed work will be maximum of 1.5 months. The grant size will be: max. BDT. 9000000. 

6. PROPOSAL SUBMISSION

Potential applicant should submit proposal through email. The Proposed work (Project Proposal) should be written in English using the EoI template.   

Please note that one applicant can submit only one proposal. 

· All Proposals will be assessed by a qualified professional team. This is a competitive process and strict confidentiality and neutrality will be maintained.
· MJF encourages applicants to write proposal by themselves. 
· Proposals should not exceed 10 pages (excluding annexes) with font size of 12. 
· Any kind of persuasion regarding proposal development and approval will be treated as disqualification.

Submission of full proposal does not assure awarding a grant/ contract. It is anticipated that MJF will receive a good number of proposals that it can support. Only the best proposals, ideas or models having relevance to SAMPREETI will be successful for funding through competitive programmatic and financial assessment.

· Appraisal team will present their findings to MJF, GCERF and AFP (Accelerated Funding Panel). Based on the recommendations of MJF and GCERF, AFP[footnoteRef:1] will select the Grantees and approve finally.  [1:  Accelerated Funding Panel is five members headed independent committee comprised of government, donor, cso, expert/ think tank on PVE issue and other representatives.  ] 

· Grants is expecting to start from 15 June 2019 up to 31 July, 2019.
