Terms of Reference Photography and Videography Consultancy to support 
           Girls Get Equal Campaign Roll-Out in Bangladesh
Background of Plan International

Founded in 1937, Plan International is a development and humanitarian organisation that advances children’s rights and equality for girls. We strive for a just world, working together with children, young people, our supporters, and partners in over 70 countries in order to fulfil this ambition.  

Plan International Bangladesh has been operating in Bangladesh since 1994, helping marginalised children to access their rights to health, sanitation, education, livelihoods and protection. Plan International is independent, with no religious, political or governmental affiliations. 

Plan International Bangladesh prioritizes our Influencing works in three key areas (child, early and forced marriage, Girls in Crisis and Safe Spaces for Girls and Young Women) whereby young women and girls hold an inequitable disadvantage.

Background of Girls Get Equal 

Launched in October 2018, Girls Get Equal is a global social change campaign conceptualized by Plan International to ensure every girl and young woman has power over her own life and can shape the world around her. The intended tone of Girls Get Equal is loud, active, collaborative, youth-led and edgy. 
“Girls Get Equal” is Plan International’s new global campaign. It’s a massive collective effort to galvanize the global girls’ rights, especially among 15 to 24 years old girl ambassadors /activists.
Objectives of the Consultancy:
To catalyse the change, Plan International Bangladesh (PIB) is commissioning a promotional short film and photoshoots with girl’s ambassadors/activists who are breaking social norms and thriving throughout the country in preparation of the Girls Get Equal Campaign Roll Out in Bangladesh.

The overall objective of this consultancy is to have a powerful promotional video of Girls Get Equal and collection of quality images of Bangladesh youth, especially girls that portray equal power, equal freedom and equal representation while capturing the confidence, aspiration and ambition. 
The end products must show confidence, aspiration, power and freedom in their nature as well as being visually striking, new and exciting. The images will be used for different purposes such as banners, roll-ups, posters, billboards, publications, social media and other promotional products and materials. 
Scope of work and Deliverables:  
1. The consultant will work with Plan International Bangladesh’s communications staff to finalize a list of the youth advocates/ambassadors working with different projects of Plan International Bangladesh throughout the country as protagonists of the promotional video film shoot and photoshoot while drafting a script of the film in consultation with the Influencing and Strategic Communications team at PIB.
2. The film and photoshoot will be carried out in different locations of Bangladesh such as different districts of Rangpur, Barisal, Khagrachori and Dhaka etc.
3. The videographer and photographer will spend 10-15 working days (including travel days) to carry out the photoshoots while spending 5-8 days editing the video and images.
4. The consultant will deliver a powerful (1-2.30 minutes) promotional video along with its clean files and a collection of high quality edited images (JPEG) and RAW, with focus on girls and draft brief captions of the images with the support of a communication staff within 30 days after the signing of the contract. The caption should include personal description of the protagonists, her/his activities, achievements, advocacy network and best practice. 
Proposal Submission: The videographer and the photographer (preferably an all-in-one Bangladeshi consultant) are invited to share their day rate, along with their resume and sample of related previous work either via email by 20 May 2019.  to the email address Planbd.consultant.hiring@plan-international.org

The Process:

· After winning the bidding process, Plan International Bangladesh will invite the videographer and photographer for a meeting to explain the requirements and share references.
· Work with the Influencing & Strategic Communications team and facilitate necessary coordination for the job and complete the work

· Deliver the items as mention in the deliverables part to Plan International Bangladesh Influencing & Strategic communications team. 

· Request for payment (as per payment mode mentioned in the TOR) to Plan International Bangladesh.

Mode of Payment:  the mode of payment will be through account payee cheque /bank transfer in the name of the firm. Plan International Bangladesh will deduct 15% VAT and specific Income Tax at source as per Bangladesh Government rules. Advance payment to the vendor shall be done in accordance with normal procedures of Plan International Bangladesh. 

Child Protection Policy: The individual consultant /agency shall comply with the Global Policy Safeguarding Children and Young People of Plan International Bangladesh.
