SHAMERTO project is being implemented to create an improved enabling environment for skills development, employment, decent work conditions and promotion of environmental standards in small, micro and cottage agro-food processing enterprises (SMCE) to achieve the goal, “to strengthen the skills, employability and income of workers and entrepreneurs in agro-food processing Small, Micro and Cottage Enterprises (SMCE) with focus on scaling-up value addition and increasing the competitiveness of these enterprises in the wheat, rice, groundnut, lentil, mung bean, spice and mustard value chains”. In Bangladesh the majority of the food processing units are small and rural based with very limited capacity to invest in technology. So, these small scale agro-food processors are engaged in low value adding manufacturing using unskilled and inefficient labour, outdated technology with little consideration for rules and regulations, compliance with decent work conditions, labour rights and norms, food safety standards and environmental regulations that limiting their business growth and employability. 
Through a series of competition TX selected some SMCEs to support them with some machineries for their innovative ideas in their agro-food processing industries.
